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Riley Awards $146,484 to Battle 
Domestic Violence in Baldwin County  

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $146,484 grant to reduce domestic abuse in Baldwin County.

The grant to the Baldwin County Family Violence Project will fund the project’s Lighthouse domestic violence program. The county-wide program includes intervention in domestic violence cases and a safe shelter for victims who are forced to flee their homes for fear of violence.

“Domestic abuse is a serious offense that crosses all economic and social boundaries,” Riley said. “This grant will provide residents in Baldwin County with the necessary help in escaping violent situations.”

In addition to its shelter, which can provide housing for up to 16 women and children, the Lighthouse offers a 24-hour crisis hotline for counseling and intervention. The program also assists with the prosecution of offenders and offers education campaigns throughout the county to increase awareness of its services and the dangers of domestic violence.

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Mary Burns, president of the Baldwin County Family Violence Project, that the grant had been approved.


Riley awarded the grant from funding made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice. The grant is being administered through ADECA’s Law Enforcement and Traffic Safety division.
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
