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Riley Awards $15,000 for Clanton Police Computers
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $15,000 grant for public safety enhancements for the city of Clanton.  The city’s police department will purchase a new computer system that will improve efficiency in the department.
“Law enforcement officers need effective tools and the latest in technology to adequately protect and serve their communities,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to assist Hartford’s efforts to improve the protection of residents.”

The system, made up of a network file server and six workstations, will replace an outdated system that is slow, unreliable and lacks adequate storage space for new programs.  The new system will enable officers and investigators to more quickly access background information leading to improved arrest rates.

The system also will eliminate the necessity to perform some functions manually, expand access to more officers and allow officers to spend more time on patrols.

Local matching funds of $1,666 will supplement the grant.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  ADECA Director John Harrison notified Mayor Billy Joe Driver that the grant had been approved.
