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Riley Awards $15,000 for Surveillance Upgrades
in Escambia County Jail
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $15,000 grant to Escambia County to increase security at the county jail through the addition of cameras to its surveillance system.
“This grant will enable corrections officers in Escambia County to better monitor inmates and maintain order,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to provide these funds to improve security and safety at the detention facility.”
Within the last year, the county installed a new surveillance system at the jail with the help of funding from the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs.  It replaced an outdated system that was unreliable and had too few cameras creating “blind spots” that could not be monitored electronically.

This grant will enable the county to complete the task of full facility monitoring by adding a few cameras that will eliminate all remaining blind spots.  The cameras will reduce the need for patrols by corrections officers allowing them to tend to other essential duties.
Local matching funds of at least $1,666 will supplement the grant.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.  ADECA Director John Harrison notified Larry White, commission chairman, that the grant had been approved.  ADECA will administer the grant.
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
