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Riley Awards $15,000 for Town Creek Police Equipment
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $15,000 grant to assist Town Creek with public safety equipment purchases that will help officers better perform their duties.
“Law enforcement officers need reliable equipment to adequately protect and serve their communities,” Riley said.  “I support the work of Town Creek police officers to improve the protection of residents.”

The grant will be used to purchase equipment including weapons, tasers, portable radios, hand-held radar units and new LED lights for patrol cars.
Officials say the tasers will give officers another option before the use of deadly force is necessary and that some of the new weapons, which will include handguns and shotguns, will be equipped with laser sights.

The portable radios will replace older, unreliable models and the LED lights, much brighter than traditional lights, will make officers and patrol cars more visible when working traffic stops, accident scenes and emergencies.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  ADECA Director John Harrison notified Mayor Ervin Nichols that the grant had been approved.
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
