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Riley Awards $16,000 to Prevent Sexual Assaults 
at Three North Alabama Colleges 
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $16,000 grant for a program at three northwest Alabama colleges aimed at preventing violence against female students and providing support for women who are sexually assaulted.
The grant to the Shoals Crisis Center Inc. will be used to increase awareness of date rape and domestic violence for students at the University of North Alabama in Florence and the Muscle Shoals and Phil Campbell campuses of Northwest Shoals Community College. The program also provides medical aid and counseling to victims.

 “This program instructs female students on ways to minimize the risk of being harmed and provides them with a compassionate place to turn in a time of crisis,” Riley said.
The center provides a 24-hour crisis telephone line and rape response team to help female students in need. The organization also helps students prepare for court proceedings and offers a survivor’s support group. The center plans to conduct awareness and prevention programs at each of three campuses.

 John Harrision, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Cynthia Morrison, president of the Shoals Crisis Center, that the grant had been approved. 

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice. ADECA is administering the grant.
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
