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Riley Awards $48,000 to Aid Crime Victims in Calhoun County
MONTGOMERY—A $48,000 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley will allow an Anniston agency to increase awareness about the free services it offers to crime victims and their families.  The grant to the Family Services Center of Calhoun County will enable the center to improve presentations to the community, law enforcement agencies, court officials and other social service organizations about what services are available to crime victims.

“Children and adults who are victims of crime need professional counseling and assistance to help them recover,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to make these funds available so that those who need help will know what is available and where to get it.”

The Family Services Center of Calhoun County helps crime victims and their families overcome the mental trauma that often follows a criminal act, particularly crimes involving violence.

Funds will be used to upgrade computers and buy other related equipment necessary to prepare presentations about the agency.  The agency offers group and individual counseling and other assistance.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  ADECA Director John Harrison notified Max Dodd, board president of Family Services, that the grant had been approved.
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
