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Grant Supports Programs to Save Lives 
on Northwest Alabama Roads
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $262,000 grant to Northwest Shoals Community College to continue traffic safety programs in 10 counties.  

The funds enable the North Alabama Highway Safety Office to maintain efforts to reduce crashes, injuries and deaths in Colbert, Cullman, Franklin, Lauderdale, Lawrence, Limestone, Madison, Marion, Morgan and Winston counties.

“These safety programs effectively decrease collisions and save lives,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to support the efforts of our law enforcement officers to make Alabama’s highways safer.”

Highway safety office staff members coordinate law enforcement efforts across the region to reduce drinking and driving, speeding and other causes of vehicle crashes.  The staff also implements education programs at the county and community levels to encourage the use of safety belts and child restraints.
Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  ADECA Director John Harrison notified Humphrey L. Lee, NSCC president, that the grant had been approved.
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
