Riley Awards Grant to Increase Worker Safety

at Demopolis Plant

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $32,452 grant to help employees of Cemex Inc. in Demopolis protect themselves from accident and injury on the job.

The training will enable maintenance, machinery and supervisory staff members to make job sites safer, reduce accidents and minimize work disruptions. Forty-nine employees will receive instruction in root cause analysis, crane operations and safety team auditing.

“Alabamians are hard-working, productive people who understand that safety on the job is vital to them and to their employer,” Riley said.  “I commend Cemex for taking the necessary steps to ensure the safety of its employees.”

Company officials say the upgrade in skills will reduce accidents and employee downtime thus increasing efficiency and allowing the company to be more competitive.  Increased market share will make it possible for the company to hire additional workers.

Cemex, the world’s third largest producer of cement, employs 96 workers at its Demopolis facility.  Cemex will provide an additional $51,564 toward the training that will be conducted by the Alabama Technology Network.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Labor.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  Tim Alford, director of the Office of Workforce Development, notified John Laney, plant manager, that the grant had been approved.
