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Riley Awards $200,000 to Create New Jobs in Marion County  

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $200,000 grant to help create 100 new jobs in Marion County.
The Community Development Block Grant, awarded to the town of Brilliant, will make it possible for Tullahoma Industries Inc. to expand its local facility. Tullahoma Industries produces military uniforms for the U.S. Department of Defense.
“Many families in northwest Alabama will benefit from the jobs this grant will help create,” Riley said. “I am pleased to assist this expansion and hope it will lead to more good economic news for this area.”

The grant will fund construction of a 150,000-gallon water tank and a nearly 9,000-foot-long water line extension to the plant. Water is a vital component in the plant’s manufacturing process and adequate flow also is necessary for fire protection, according to town officials.
John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Mayor Perry Franks that the grant had been approved. The town is pledging $60,000 in local funding for the project.
The grant was awarded from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. ADECA is administering the grant.
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
