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Governor Riley Awards Grant to Help Lowndes County Youths Shun Drugs and Violence

MONTGOMERY—A Lowndes County program that helps parents help their children refrain from destructive behaviors like violence and drug-use has received a grant from the state.

Gov. Bob Riley awarded a $30,000 grant to the Family Guidance Center of Alabama Inc. in Montgomery to continue the Parent Project for residents of Lowndes County.  The center will conduct at least four 10-week programs to teach parents how to deal with unacceptable conduct and provide adolescents with alternative methods of resolving conflicts.
“This program emphasizes the vital role of the family in a child’s development,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to provide funds to continue this important service to Lowndes County families.”

The Parent Project instills effective parenting skills that reduce the risk of child abuse and improve communication between parents and children.  The program also teaches intervention techniques that enable parents to reduce their children’s involvement with drug and alcohol use, gang activities, violence and other destructive behaviors.
Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  ADECA Director John Harrison notified Sue Barrett, FGC director, that the grant had been approved.
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
