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Riley Awards Grant to Help Domestic Violence Victims
 in East Alabama 

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $58,976 grant to the Domestic Violence Intervention Center in Auburn to assist victims of domestic violence and sexual assault in Chambers, Lee, Macon, Randolph and Tallapoosa counties.

The center will use the funds to support emergency shelter and services, trauma counseling, a 24-hour telephone crisis line, court advocacy and a school-based anger management and child abuse prevention program.

Riley commended the center for providing victims with essential services.  “The Domestic Violence Intervention Center offers compassionate and professional assistance to victims of domestic violence to overcome the horror of their experiences,” he said. “I am awarding this grant to ensure that these services continue to be available.”

The staff also provides prevention and response training to law enforcement personnel and conducts workshops across the five-county area to reach victims in need of services.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.

Bill Johnson, ADECA acting director, notified Willie Larkin, center board president, that the grant had been approved.  Matching funds of $14,744 will supplement the grant.
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
