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Riley Awards Grant to Help Out-of-School Youths 

in Autauga County Prepare for Jobs

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $117,000 to a program that gives a helping hand to out-of-school youths ages 16-21 in Autauga County.

The Workforce Investment Program at the Autauga County Family Support Center helps youths who have left school earn their GED and learn skills to land a job.

“Education and training are vital to success in today’s workplace,” Riley said. “I commend the Family Support Center for giving young Alabamians another chance to gain the skills and knowledge needed for a brighter future.”

Center classes give clients the necessary tools to earn their GED and apply for college or vocational school.  Computer training and classes on leadership and other skills also are offered.  Career instructors train program participants in resume writing, interviewing and other job-placement skills.

After participants complete training, the center assists them with their job searches. Staff members help participants earn placement in a temporary six-week position as part of the program or a permanent position at a local business. Center staff members track clients’ progress for one year after completion of the program.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Labor.

Tim Alford, director of the Alabama Office of Workforce Development, notified Susan Cranfield, center executive director, that the grant had been approved.
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
