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Riley Awards $10,000 to Boost Recycling Program in Wetumpka
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $10,000 grant to the city of Wetumpka to help the Wetumpka Recycling Center purchase equipment that will provide more cost-effective collection of recyclable materials.
“Wise use of our state’s resources has important long-term benefits for every Alabama citizen,” Riley said.  “I commend Wetumpka officials and residents for working to conserve energy and protect the environment.”

The city will use the grant to purchase a small, light and maneuverable front loader called a skid loader that will enable the city’s recycling center to operate more efficiently.  The center, located on East Charles Avenue, and its programs in Millbrook and Tallassee provide recycling opportunities to households and businesses throughout Elmore County.

Recycling keeps valuable materials from being placed in landfills and sends them to factories in Alabama and around the Southeast to be made into new products.  Reusable resources include plastic, paper, aluminum and steel.
Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Energy.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.
Bill Johnson, ADECA acting director, notified Mayor Jo Glenn that the grant had been approved.  Matching funds of $2,500 will supplement the award.
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
