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Riley Awards Grant to Assist Low-income Residents

in Chambers, Coosa and Tallapoosa Counties

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $15,598 to assist low-income residents in Chambers, Coosa and Tallapoosa counties.  The grant will be used to help eligible persons, families and the elderly meet the basic needs of living.


“This grant not only helps sustain low-income families by providing emergency assistance with basic necessities,” Riley said, “but it also supports community action programs that help impoverished Alabamians attain the skills they need to support themselves.”  


Riley awarded the grant from funds the state receives through the Community Service Block Grant Program of the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services.  The primary purposes of the program are to assist low-income families, to prevent suffering and hardship and to help individuals work toward self-sufficiency.


The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant.  ADECA Director Bill Johnson notified David Boleware, executive director of Chambers-Tallapoosa-Coosa Community Action Committee, that the grant had been approved.
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
