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Riley Awards Grant to Help Morgan County Juvenile Offenders Return to Society

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $138,000 to help male juvenile offenders in Morgan County make a successful transition from detention to society. 

The grant will enable the continued operation of the transitional home program, which is a partnership between The Morgan County System of Services and the Alabama Sheriff’s Youth Ranches. 


“Juvenile offenders often need professional guidance and assistance to help them straighten out their lives,” Riley said. “I commend the transitional home program for helping juveniles set goals and realize brighter futures.”

The program provides services that address specific needs, including mental health therapy, educational training, life skills education and recreational programs. The services are designed to help participants make a smooth and gradual return to society after incarceration. 

Morgan County officials chose to implement the program to reduce the number of juveniles being recommitted to correctional facilities. Officials say 72 percent of juveniles who where ordered to spend time in a correctional facility from October 2002 to September 2003 committed additional offenses in the year following their release. 

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to Alabama by the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant.


Riley informed Marie Hood, chairwoman of the system’s board of directors, that the grant had been approved.
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
