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Riley Awards $185,521 to Assist 
Victims of Domestic Violence in Wiregrass
MONTGOMERY— A Dothan-based nonprofit group will continue to help domestic violence victims in eight counties recover from the trauma of abuse, thanks to a grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.

The House of Ruth will use the $185,521 grant to provide shelter, a crisis hotline, counseling and advocacy services for victims of domestic violence and sexual assault in Barbour, Bullock, Coffee, Dale, Geneva, Henry, Houston and Pike counties. The organization offers services to victims 24 hours a day. 
“Victims of domestic violence need quality support and services to help rebuild their lives,” Riley said. “I commend the House of Ruth for helping victims recover from abusive situations.”

The House of Ruth’s primary goal is to assist victims by facilitating the healing process and to educate residents in the eight-county area about the prevention of domestic violence. The organization has helped victims since 1982.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant.

Riley informed Paula Coleman, the shelter’s board president, that the grant had been approved. Matching funds of $46,380 will supplement the grant.
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
