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Riley Awards Grants for Program to Help Youths 
in Autauga, Lowndes Counties

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded two grants totaling $223,424 to the Boys & Girls Clubs of South Central Alabama for continuation of programs that help troubled youths in Autauga and Lowndes counties. 

The organization will use a $144,983 grant to fund a program for at-risk youths at the Prattville club for youths in Autauga County and a $78,441 grant for the same program at the Hayneville club for youths in Lowndes County. The program provides guidance in education and career development, the arts, fitness and recreation, health and character and leadership development.


“Boys & Girls Clubs help give wayward youths the direction and discipline needed for bright and productive futures,” Riley said. “I am pleased to support this organization and the important services it offers to our communities.”


Many participants are young offenders sent to the program by juvenile courts. The conflict resolution and decision-making skills taught in the program help participants make positive choices for their futures and avoid lives of crime.


Riley made the awards from funds provided to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grants. Riley informed Cederick Williams, president of the Boys & Girls Clubs of South Central Alabama, that the grants had been approved.
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
