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Riley Awards Grant to Assist Victims of Violence 

in Talladega County
MONTGOMERY— A specialized crime unit will continue to help domestic violence victims in Talladega County thanks in part to a $40,800 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.

The 29th Judicial Circuit Domestic Violence Crime Unit prosecutes domestic violence cases and provides an advocate to assist victims throughout the criminal justice process. 

“Victims of domestic violence deserve justice for the crimes committed against them,” Riley said. “I commend the efforts of the Domestic Violence Crime Unit to aggressively prosecute domestic violence cases in Talladega County.”


In addition to prosecuting abuse, sexual assault and stalking cases, the unit provides training to improve law enforcement officers’ response to situations of domestic violence. A countywide seminar is conducted to help officers deal with often complex situations by presenting various hypothetical scenarios they may face while responding to a domestic violence call.

Unit officials advocate longer sentences for those convicted of domestic violence offenses. They say stiffer punishments will act as a deterrent for repeat abusers. 

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant.

Riley informed County Commission Chairman John Carter that the grant had been approved. Matching funds of $13,600 will supplement the grant.
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
