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Riley Awards Grant to Improve Traffic Safety

 in Baldwin, Mobile Counties

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $40,140 to help reduce the number of injuries and deaths resulting from highway crashes in Mobile and Baldwin counties.

The grant, awarded to the Mobile County Commission, will fund the overtime pay necessary for local law enforcement officers to increase enforcement of DUI, speeding, seat belt and other traffic laws in “hotspots” where crashes most often occur.  

“This program makes Alabama’s highways safer by removing irresponsible drivers from roads and encouraging the use of child restraints and seat belts,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to present these funds to help law enforcement officers save lives and prevent injuries.”

In addition to increased patrols, law enforcement will occasionally set up vehicle checkpoints.


Officials say that about 70 percent of deadly auto crashes in Mobile and Baldwin counties happen on rural roads. In 2004, 18,809 vehicle crashes occurred in the counties resulting in 4,068 injuries and 113 deaths.


Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant. Riley informed county Commissioner Mike Dean that the grant had been approved.
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
