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Riley Awards $44,111 to Assist Parents of

 Out-of-Control Children in Cullman County

MONTGOMERY— A support program for parents with unruly children will be available to more Cullman County residents thanks to a grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.


The $44,111 grant, awarded to the city of Cullman, will enable the Cullman Child Advocacy Center to provide Parent Project free of charge. The program teaches parents how to deal effectively with out-of-control children who display violent or destructive and defiant behavior. The center has offered the program for the past year, but participants had to pay $200 because there was no outside funding. The fee was too high for many parents with limited incomes. 


“Parents who take steps to keep their children from resorting to dangerous behavior need encouragement and support,” Riley said. “I’m pleased to provide funding to make this program available to parents of all incomes who want to help their children turn away from drugs and violence.”  


The program has been used nationally for 10 years and teaches parents strategies to identify, prevent and intervene in adolescent problem behaviors. County officials estimate that 50 to 60 parents will participate in the program during the next 12 months.



Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grants.


Riley informed Cullman Mayor Donald Green that the grant had been approved. Matching funds of $22,055 have been committed to the program.
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
