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Riley Awards Grant to Improve Lanett Senior Citizen Center  
MONTGOMERY— The city of Lanett is about to get started on some early spring cleaning and local senior citizens will be the main beneficiaries thanks to a $250,000 grant by Gov. Bob Riley. 

Funds will be used to renovate the city’s senior citizen center and create an adjacent 1.8-acre park intended for center patrons. The grant will also help the city provide adequate parking for senior citizens and clean up some eyesores in the area. 

“So much is owed to our senior citizens who have made our state, towns and cities better places to live,” Riley said. “This center will enhance the lives of those citizens and enable them to enjoy their golden years a little more. I commend local officials for improving the lives of their residents.”

A pitched roof will be constructed to replace a leaking flat roof on the 60-year-old senior citizen building, which once served as a fire hall. The façade on the 3,000-square-foot-building will be renovated, architectural barriers will be eliminated and a more accessible entrance will be constructed. 
The project also involves the demolition and clearing of city property to construct the small park which will include a walking surface.
Riley notified Mayor Oscar Crawley that the grant had been approved. The city is providing $40,000 in local funding for the project. 
Riley awarded the grant from funds provided to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant. 
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
