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Riley Awards Grant to Build New Senior Center in Honoraville 
MONTGOMERY— For nearly a century the Honoraville School building has well-served the needs of students and, more recently, senior citizens. Now, many residents have called for a permanent recess for the wood structure which has major roof and foundation damage. 
To replace the structure, Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $250,000 grant to build a 4,500-square-foot senior citizen center. The new facility will be handicap accessible and offer participants more modern conveniences. 

“We owe a debt of gratitude to our senior citizens for their sacrifices and the contributions they have made to our state, nation and community,” Riley said. “This new center will enhance their lives and enable them to enjoy their golden years a little more.” 

The center will include a 2,000-square-foot activity and dining hall, bathrooms, a full kitchen, a medical examination room an office and adequate storage space. It will provide a variety of programs for senior citizens not offered at the present center.

Riley notified Ronnie Blackmon, chairman of the Crenshaw County Commission, that the grant had been approved. Local funding of about $149,000 is being pledged for the project. 

The Community Development Block Grant was awarded from funds provided to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.  Riley has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.
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
