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Riley Awards Grant to Assist Domestic Violence Victims

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $151,413 to a program that provides a beacon of hope for domestic violence victims in Baldwin County. 
The grant will help the Baldwin County Family Violence Project continue providing services for victims and their children through its Lighthouse Domestic Violence Project.
“Victims of domestic violence need adequate, timely and professional help,” Riley said. “I am pleased to support the vital services offered by the Lighthouse Domestic Violence Project.”

Services provided by the center include a 24-hour crisis hotline, support groups and victims’ advocacy programs. Program staff members work with hospital staff and agencies including the Department of Human Resources, law enforcement and the district attorney’s office to ensure that victims receive adequate treatment and assistance. 
Staff members conduct education campaigns throughout the county to increase awareness of its services and the dangers of domestic violence.

Riley informed Joan Hand, president of the project’s board of directors, that the grant was approved. Matching funds of $37,853 will supplement the award.
Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the award.
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
