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Riley Grants Support Programs to Rehabilitate 

Juveniles in Montgomery County
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded two grants totaling $63,338 for programs that help juvenile offenders in Montgomery County straighten out their lives and realize brighter futures. 

A $40,874 grant will help the Second Chance Foundation continue a day treatment program aimed at rehabilitating students expelled from Montgomery County public schools. The Montgomery County Commission will use a $22,464 grant for the Weekend Adolescent Intensive Treatment program for youths ages 10-15 who have committed one or two nonviolent offenses.

“Juveniles who drop out of school and commit minor criminal offenses are more likely to get swept up in lives of drugs and violence,” Riley said. “I am pleased to support these programs that give participants the chance to correct their mistakes and make wiser choices for their futures.”

The Second Chance program, held during school hours, includes remedial learning, counseling, life skills classes and community service. When a participant successfully completes the program, Second Chance recommends to the school board that he or she be allowed to return to school. 
The Montgomery County Juvenile Court system administers the WAIT program, which offenders are required to attend on consecutive weekends. Juveniles receive academic aid and individual and group counseling. They also attend classes about conflict resolution, alcohol and drug abstention and health.
Riley awarded the grants from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Justice Department. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the awards. Riley informed William Sellers of the Second Chance Foundation and Todd Strange of the Montgomery County Commission that the grants had been approved.
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
