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Riley Awards Grant to Construct Trail in Talladega Springs 
MONTGOMERY— An old rail line in Talladega Springs is getting new life and may help extend life for others thanks to an $80,000 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley. 
The grant will enable the town to construct a multi-purpose trail on a former CSX Transportation railroad line. The 1/4-mile trail will accommodate walking, jogging and non-motorized vehicles. 
“Recreational trails improve the health and well-being of residents and add to the vitality of communities,” Riley said. “I am pleased to play a role in this project.”

The lighted trail will be adjacent to the town’s senior citizen center and is expected to serve residents in surrounding communities. The nearest trail is 13 miles away in Sylacauga. 
Riley notified Mayor Frank Mitchell that the grant had been approved. The town is providing $20,000 in local funds for the project. 

The grant, administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, was awarded from funds made available to the state from the Federal Highway Administration’s Recreational Trails Program.
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
