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Riley Awards Grant to Town of Kansas for Trail Improvements 

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $64,000 grant to improve a recreational trail in the town of Kansas. 

Funds will be used to widen, resurface and provide lighting for the 10-year-old trail at Veterans Memorial Park.  

 “This grant not only will improve a popular trail, it will enable it to be used for a wider range of activities including walking, jogging, cycling and skating,” Riley said. “I applaud local officials for improving recreational opportunities for residents in the Kansas area and I am pleased to play a role in this project.”

The project will involve resurfacing and widening the asphalt trail to eight feet, making it more accessible to the handicapped, installing benches, providing additional landscaping and installing 15 lights that will extend the park’s operating hours. 

Riley notified Mayor Joey Bagwell that the grant had been approved. The grant is being administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs. 

It was awarded from funds made available to the state from the Federal Highway Administration’s Recreational Trails Program.
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
