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Riley Grants Support Program to Save Lives 

on Southwest Alabama Roads
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded two grants totaling $31,369 for a program that aims to reduce the number of traffic crashes, injuries and deaths in southwest Alabama.
The grants will enable the Alabama-Tombigbee Regional Commission to coordinate a law enforcement effort to target the most common causes of vehicle crashes in Choctaw, Clarke, Conecuh, Monroe, Washington and Wilcox counties.

“Increased enforcement of traffic laws during busy travel weekends will slow down speeders, stop reckless drivers and save lives,” Riley said. “I am pleased to support this coordinated effort to make Alabama’s roads safer.”

Law enforcement agencies will step up enforcement of DUI, speeding and seat belt laws during periods of increased traffic, including Memorial Day and Labor Day weekends. The agencies also will set up checkpoints for DUI and seat belt use during these periods.

Throughout the year, the commission distributes information about the dangers of drunken driving to area schools and community centers. The staff also implements education programs to encourage the use of safety belts and child restraints and participates in health and safety fairs held in the area.

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will distribute the grants which were awarded by Gov. Riley from funds made available to Alabama by the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration. Riley informed John Clyde Riggs, executive director of the regional commission, that the grant had been approved.
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
