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Riley Awards CDBG Funding to Provide Winston County Jobs 
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $200,000 to help an Alabama industry rebound from a fire while creating new jobs in Winston County. 
The Community Development Block Grant will help create 100 new jobs and also fund fire prevention measures for Posturecraft Inc.’s plant in Double Springs. Posturecraft, which manufactures bedding upholstery and box springs, burned in September.  

“I commend Posturecraft not only for rebuilding, but also for adding a significant number of new employees,” Riley said. “That is a testament to the area’s dedicated workforce and local officials. I am pleased to award this grant.” 

CDBG funds will enable the town of Double Springs to construct a water tank with sufficient capacity to supply a sprinkler system inside the new 200,000-square-foot plant near Alabama Highway 195.  The facility that burned was in the nearby Ashridge community. 
Riley notified Mayor John Berry that the CDBG funding had been approved. 

The grant was awarded from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant.
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
