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Riley Awards Grant for Job Training Program in West Alabama
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $100,000 for a training program to help unemployed and unskilled workers in seven west Alabama counties take advantage of new job opportunities in the state’s growing high-tech manufacturing industries. 
Shelton State Community College will use the grant for Manufacturing Fundamentals, a 300-hour course designed to teach 25 participants basic skills required by employers in the automobile and other manufacturing industries. Participants will be selected from Bibb, Fayette, Greene, Hale, Lamar, Pickens and Tuscaloosa counties. 
“Alabamians have unprecedented opportunities for high-tech, skilled employment, but only if they have adequate training,” Riley said. “I am pleased to support this effort to give workers a brighter future by preparing them for higher-paying manufacturing jobs.”
The program will identify participants through Alabama One-Stop Career Centers and through industrial recruitment. Once in the program, participants will learn a variety of basic skills including machining fundamentals, measurement and inspection, math and reading for manufacturing. Career counselors will work with participants to develop short- and long-range career goals. Once they have completed the training, participants will receive job placement assistance.
Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Labor. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the award.

ADECA Director Bill Johnson notified Dr. Joanne Jordan, acting president of Shelton State, that the grant had been approved.
