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Riley Awards $30,000 Grant to Aid Enterprise Recycling 
MONTGOMERY— A $30,000 grant from Gov. Bob Riley will provide Enterprise residents with a double dose of conservation. The city will use the grant to purchase an all-purpose tractor for the city’s recycling program and the tractor will support additional conservation by operating on biodiesel fuel. 

“Recycling and fuel conservation make sense,” Riley said. “Recycling preserves our natural resources and reduces demand for landfill space while alternative fuels reduce our dependence on foreign oil and help our economy. I am pleased to award this grant.” 
The tractor will increase efficiency at the city’s recycling center. A maneuverable front-end loader, the tractor will include several attachments that can perform numerous tasks. The city now relies on a fork-lift tractor which can perform only a limited number of duties.
The tractor also will serve as a demonstration vehicle for biodiesel fuel. Biodiesel can be made from soybeans or other crops that produce oil. Conventional engines can operate on biodiesel without costly modifications. 
Riley notified Mayor Kenneth W. Boswell that the grant had been approved. The grant will be administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs.
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
