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Riley Awards Grant to Provide Job Training at Coosa Plant 
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $49,500 grant to enable employees at a Coosa County plant to improve their job skills and increase their advancement and wage-earning abilities. 
The grant will provide 88 employees at AMTECH with training on how to increase production, reduce waste and improve the overall efficiency of the company while developing their opportunity for higher wages. The Alexander City plant manufactures electrical and electro-mechanical assemblies, cable assemblies and molding for commercial, industrial, medical and automotive industries. 

“This training is an investment that benefits the employees, their company and the community,” Riley said. “I am pleased to announce this grant.”

The 12-month training will be conducted by the Alabama Technology Network’s office in Auburn. Most of the training will be done at the plant. AMTECH has committed $51,553 for its share of the training.
