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Riley Awards Grant to Encourage Statewide Recycling 
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $25,000 grant to increase awareness of the benefits of recycling.

The Southeast Recycling Development Council will apply the grant to the purchase of a mobile recycling education classroom. The mobile classroom will be taken to schools and special events to demonstrate the need for recycling. 
A coalition comprising Alabama and 10 other southern states, the recycling council is a non-profit corporation with the mission to encourage recycling.  
“Every item that is recycled is one less item going into a landfill,” Riley said. “I am pleased to support the goal of the Southeast Recycling Development Council to increase awareness of an issue that affects everyone in Alabama.”

The mobile classroom will include a display of recyclable materials along with new products that can be manufactured from the materials. Video programs will take students through the recycling process and also show the benefits of recycling. 
Riley notified Arthur H. Ferguson, council chairman, that the grant had been approved. The grant was awarded following a review of the project by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs’ Energy, Weatherization and Technology division. 
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
