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Riley Awards $3.7 Million to Help Residents Find Jobs
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $3.7 million grant to help Alabamians, including those who are unemployed because of layoffs or business closings, find employment. 
The Central Alabama Skills Training Consortium at Southern Union State Community College will use the grant to maintain services at six CareerLink Centers throughout central Alabama. Providing employment assistance, adult education and job training, the centers are located in Alabaster, Montgomery, Opelika, Selma, Talladega and Tuscaloosa. 
“CareerLink Centers provide a wealth of resources to help Alabama jobseekers get back to work,” Riley said. “The staff of this program is dedicated to helping Alabamians obtain jobs and secure a better future for their families.”


The mission of the centers is to match the right employer with the right jobseeker. Services offered to employers include online job postings, screening of resumes and space for job interviews. Jobseekers have access to job listings, career counseling and resume assistance and may be eligible for additional training designed to lead to better paying jobs. 
Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to Alabama by the U.S. Department of Labor. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the award.
