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Riley Grants Will Boost Skills at Two Morgan County Companies
MONTGOMERY—Workers at two companies in Morgan County will have the chance to upgrade their job skills and boost their earning potential thanks in part to two grants awarded by Gov. Bob Riley. 
CR Compressors in Hartselle will use a $49,915 grant to help train 65 employees in methods to increase safety and efficiency. A $19,268 grant will enable Multi Manufacturing in Lacey’s Spring to train its five employees in methods to improve efficiency and gain additional business.  

“We must continue to upgrade the skills of Alabama’s workforce to maintain the economic success our state is currently enjoying,” Riley said. “I am pleased to help these workers gain new skills that allow them to become more productive and more valuable to their companies.”

The training at CR Compressors will focus on improving the comfort and safety level of employees’ work environment. Additional training will help the employees become more efficient at correcting production bottlenecks. CR Compressors is a division of Emerson Climate Technologies, a company that makes heating, air conditioning and refrigeration units. The company will contribute $132,866 toward the training cost.
Employees at Multi Manufacturing will learn ways to improve production efficiency. The company is a supplier for computer numerical control machines used in factories. The training will help the company attain certification from the International Organization for Standardization and Surface Cam, a requirement for many potential customers. Company officials estimate the training will increase efficiency and sales by 25 percent.
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grants which Riley awarded from funds made available to Alabama by the U.S. Labor Department. Riley informed Chris Stephenson of CR Compressors and Barbara Glenn of Multi Manufacturing that the grants had been approved.
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
