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Riley Awards Grants to Aid Victims of Domestic Violence 

and Sexual Assault in Russell County  
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded two grants totaling $61,723 grant to help victims of sexual assault and domestic violence in Russell County escape volatile situations and rebuild their lives. 
Riley awarded both grants to the Crisis Center of Russell County in Phenix City. A $55,723 grant will help the center continue to provide safe shelter, crisis intervention and other services for victims. A $6,000 grant will provide aid to victims of sexual abuse. 

“Safety is a main concern for victims of domestic violence and sexual assault,” said Riley. “I commend the Crisis Center of Russell County for providing essential services to victims.”
Opened in April 1991, the center operates a 24-hour hotline to assist victims, and its shelter provides continuous refuge and offers victims essential existence items including food and clothing. Its location is confidential to ensure the safety of clients and staff.
Crisis counseling is offered to victims, along with safety planning, transportation and information on employment, housing and financial assistance. 
Riley notified David J. Bass, the organization’s president of the board of directors, that he had approved the grants. Local funds of $13,931 will supplement the awards.

Funding for the grants was made available to Alabama through the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the awards.
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
