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Dallas County Business Trains Workers with Help from Riley Grant
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $50,000 grant to help employees at a Dallas County manufacturer and distribution center learn new skills that will boost productivity and increase their opportunities for advancement and higher wages. 

Forty employees of Meadowcraft Inc. are taking part in the training program designed to meet customer demand and provide new markets for the company. 
“The Incumbent Worker Training Program helps employers across Alabama obtain the financial resources needed to provide specialized training to benefit the company and the employees,” said Riley. “I am pleased to help Meadowcraft in this endeavor, which will improve product quality, reduce waste and create more jobs for Dallas County.”
Meadowcraft manufactures and distributes outdoor cushions, umbrellas and wrought iron casual furniture to companies like Target, Home Depot, Lowe’s and Wal-Mart. The Selma facility has been in operation since 1985 and employs 400 workers.
The year-long training began in October. The total cost for the training is $135,000 with Meadowcraft providing $85,000.
Riley notified Loren Friday, Meadowcraft human resources manager, that the grant had been approved. Funding for the grant was made available through the U.S. Department of Labor. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the award.
