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Riley Awards Grant for Worker Training in Escambia County
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $50,000 grant to help employees at an Escambia County business learn new skills. This training will help boost productivity and increase employee advancement opportunities.
Muskogee Metalworks, a subsidiary of Creek Indian Enterprises, provides metal fabrication, electronics, warehousing and engineering to the aerospace and defense industries from their 90,000 square foot facility in Atmore.
“The Incumbent Worker Training Program benefits employers across the state by assisting them with specialized training needs,” said Riley. “I am pleased to assist Muskogee Metalworks in their endeavor to remain competitive in the global marketplace.”
The Alabama Technology Network of Auburn began providing the specialized training on Sept. 15, and the training is scheduled to last just under 10 months. The training is provided as part of the 2007 Boeing Supplier Initiative.

The Atmore facility began operations in 1988, and currently employs 37 workers. Through the specialized training and certifications, productivity can increase, allowing the company to expand their customer base and create more jobs for Escambia County. 

Riley notified Mal D. McGhee, the company’s general manager, that he had approved the grant. The company has committed $54,463 for its share of the training.

Riley awarded the grant with funds made available to the state through the U.S Department of Labor. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the award.
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
