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Riley Awards $50,000 for Worker Training in Madison County
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $50,000 grant for specialized training for workers in Madison County. 
PPG Industries Inc. supplies cockpit windows and passenger cabin windows for jetliners, regional aircraft, business jets, helicopters and military aircraft from their facility in Huntsville. The program will train 25 employees on methods to increase efficiency, maintain quality and encourage on-time delivery.
“It is important for Alabama industries to remain competitive in order to promote job growth,” said Riley. “I am pleased to assist PPG in this endeavor to increase quality and provide jobs for the people of Madison County.”
The training, which began September 15 and will last at least 10 months, teaches conflict resolution, workplace accountability, team building and successful networking and communication. It also trains employees how to teach the job or method to other employees.
After the training, workers will be able to produce greater quantities of products in less time by making the best use of the manpower, machines and materials available. This training will help PPG be more competitive through stronger supplier relationships, efficient use of resources and reduced product costs.

Riley notified Greg Burdette of PPG’s manager sourcing department that the grant had been approved. PPG has committed $60,359 for its share of the training.
Funding for the grant was made available to the state through the U.S. Department of Labor. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the award.
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
