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Riley Awards Grant to Support Domestic Violence Victims

in Marshall County
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $53,200 grant to help reduce the amount of domestic violence incidents in Marshall County and educate the community on domestic violence issues.
The Marshall County Commission will use the grant to help continue the services of the domestic violence unit of the district attorney’s office. Funding will also go towards the creation of a domestic violence task force to aid in criminal investigations.
“Educating communities about domestic violence and the support services available is important for those who have been victims or who may, unfortunately, become victims,” said Riley. “I commend the domestic violence unit for their commitment to helping victims in Marshall County.”

 A victim service officer from the district attorney’s office works with the domestic violence unit and the Marshall County Coalition Against Domestic Violence to promote awareness of domestic violence issues and services available to victims.
The domestic violence unit also works with court personnel at city, county and state levels to help domestic violence victims obtain protection orders as needed in order to ensure their safety.

Riley notified Douglas D. Fleming, chairman of the County Commission, that the grant had been approved.

Funding for the grant was made available to the state through the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the award.
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
