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Riley Grant to Support Domestic Violence Victims in Irondale
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded an $8,325 grant to continue to reduce domestic violence and sexual assault in the city of Irondale. Funding will enhance the city’s existing efforts to investigate domestic violence and sexual assault cases and aggressively prosecute offenders.
“There is no excuse for domestic violence or sexual assault,” said Riley. “I commend the Irondale Police Department and city officials for their efforts in reducing this crime.”
The department plans to increase its domestic violence training program, which provides officers with the knowledge and skills needed to collect the necessary evidence needed to convict offenders. 
Irondale officials said that the police department has been able to take a more proactive stance against domestic violence and sexual assault with previous grants supplied by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs. Funds have been used to increase public awareness of sexual and violent crimes and the city’s tougher stance in prosecuting those who commit the crimes. 

Riley notified Mayor Tommy Joe Alexander that the grant had been approved. Local matching funds of $2,775 will supplement the award.
Funding for the grant was made available to the state through the U.S. Department of Justice. ADECA will administer the award.
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
