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Riley Awards Grant to Aid Domestic Violence and 

Sexual Assault Victims in North Alabama
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $35,000 grant to help victims of domestic violence and sexual assault overcome the trauma of the ordeal and go on to lead productive lives.
Crisis Services of North Alabama, in Huntsville, provides safe shelter for victims to ensure their safety and well-being. The organization serves Jackson, Limestone, Madison, Marshall and Morgan counties.
“Domestic violence and sexual assault are terrible and atrocious crimes,” said Riley. “I applaud Crisis Services for providing a safe place for victims and a knowledgeable staff equipped to handle these situations with the utmost care.”

The grant will help continue the services of the Sexual Assault Nurse Examiner Program. The program provides specially trained nurses who are able to collect forensic evidence. The evidence is often crucial in prosecuting offenders.  
Along with the shelter, the organization also operates a 24-hour crisis line enabling victims to receive immediate help. 
Riley notified Sam McElroy, Crisis Services board president, that the grant had been approved. Funding for the grant is made available through the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the award.
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
