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Riley Awards $83,200 to Reduce Domestic 
Violence in Madison County
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded an $83,200 grant to reduce domestic violence in Madison County and provide justice for the victims.
The Madison County Commission will use the funds to help the district attorney’s office continue the Prosecution Coordinated Enhanced Response to Domestic Violence program. The program emphasizes the protection and safety of victims.
“There is no excuse for domestic violence,” said Riley. “I applaud the County Commission and all those involved in the district attorney’s office domestic violence program for helping ensure the safety of victims.”
The program is a combined effort of the district attorney’s office, sheriff’s office, circuit court clerk’s office and the Suspended Work Release program. It seeks to help domestic violence victims at all levels of the court system, as well as aid them in obtaining protection orders and refer them to community resources.
The participating agencies work alongside Hope Place Inc. and the Domestic Violence Task Force of the Huntsville Police Department to make sure that the needs of victims are met during and after the investigation and court proceedings.

Riley notified Mike Gillespie, chairman of the County Commission, that the grant had been approved. Local matching funds of $27,733 will supplement the award.
Funding for the grant was made available to the state through the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the award.
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
