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Riley Awards Grant to Help Curb Domestic Violence in Mobile County
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $27,990 grant to help reduce domestic violence in Mobile County.
The Mobile County Commission will use the funds to continue helping the Domestic Violence Initiative, which is part of the district attorney’s office. The countywide initiative will help meet the needs of domestic violence victims by utilizing specialized training for law enforcement in order to more effectively prosecute offenders. 
“Domestic Violence is a terrible and destructive crime,” said Riley. “I commend the Domestic Violence Initiative for working to help meet the needs of victims while also helping them get justice.”
The program will conduct training sessions with law enforcement officers, prosecutors and judges. The training will focus on understanding the cycle of violence, progression of violence, characteristics of offenders, victimization issues and ensuring the safety and well-being of victims.
The initiative will also implement a community awareness campaign to educate the public about domestic violence issues and inform them of assistance and services available to victims.
Riley notified Stephen Nodine, president of the County Commission, that the grant had been approved. Local funds of $9,330 will supplement the award.
Funding for the grant was made available to the state through the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the award.
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
