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Riley Awards $7.40 Million to Assist 

Low-Income Families with Heating Bills 

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $7.4 million in grants to assist low-income families in Alabama with energy bills. 

The grants will be issued to 22 Community Action Agencies throughout the state and awarded to low-income families based on need. Funds will be used to help families heat their houses this winter. 

“This grant helps assure low-income families and individuals, including the elderly and families with small children, that they will be able to keep their homes warm this winter,” Riley said. 

The grant is being made available through the Low Income Home Energy Assistance Program and is aimed at helping eligible low-income households afford to the energy required to heat their houses. Applications for assistance are being taken at local Community Action Agencies.
