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Riley Awards Grant to Support Domestic Violence 

Victims in Crenshaw County
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $18,520 grant to help the victims of domestic violence and arrest and prosecute abusers in Crenshaw County.
The Crenshaw County Commission will use the funds to continue the work of a domestic violence investigator. The special investigator is part of the Crenshaw County Sheriff’s Office.
“Proper domestic violence investigations result in more effective prosecutions of offenders,” said Riley. “I commend the County Commission and the Sheriff’s office for their dedication to assisting the victims of this horrible crime.”

The investigator and members from the Sheriff’s office hold monthly meetings at various locations in the county to bring awareness to domestic violence issues ranging from laws, punishment, treatment and education for victims. They also teach how to spot signs of abuse.
The Sheriff’s office works with the Family Sunshine Center and the Alabama Coalition Against Domestic Violence to make sure the needs of victims are met, including food, clothing, safe shelter and counseling.
Riley notified Ronnie Hudson, chairman of the County Commission, that the grant had been approved. Local funds of $6,173 will supplement the award.

Funding for the grant was made available to the state through the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the award.
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
