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Riley Awards Grant to Support Domestic Violence Crime Unit 

in Autauga, Chilton, Elmore Counties
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $135,720 grant to the Elmore County Commission to support a program aimed at reducing domestic violence in Autauga, Chilton and Elmore counties. 
The grant will enable the 19th Judicial Circuit Domestic Violence Unit to continue assisting victims and investigating and prosecuting cases involving domestic violence. The unit’s specially trained attorneys prosecute all domestic violence cases in the three-county area. 

“Domestic violence is a terrible crime, and those who are guilty must be held accountable,” Riley said. “I commend the Domestic Violence Unit for helping victims and prosecuting offenders.”

The unit trains law enforcement agencies to recognize signs of domestic violence and is available 24-hours a day to assist victims. Prosecutors and victim advocates work with victims to obtain convictions, and advocates conduct follow-up visits to help prevent recurring abuses. Advocates also help victims obtain needed assistance as they rebuild their lives, including health care and counseling.


The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant 
which Riley awarded from funds made available to Alabama by the U.S. Justice Department. Riley 
informed Joe Faulk, chairman of the Elmore County Commission, that the grant had been 
approved.
