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Riley Awards Grant to Assist Domestic Violence Victims in Court
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $24,000 grant to continue helping victims of domestic violence in Baldwin County as they navigate through the court system.
The Baldwin County Family Violence Project, through the Lighthouse Court Advocacy Program, provides victims with support and advocacy through the municipal, district and circuit courts.
“This program helps domestic violence victims get the help and support needed to overcome this devastating crime and have an opportunity for healing,” said Riley. “I commend this organization for helping the victims of this community.”
The program offers crisis intervention, information and referrals to victims at the area courts. They help the victims implement a plan to stay safe using community resources like law enforcement and domestic violence community programs. 
Program staff makes sure that victims are aware of their options and that they understand the court proceedings. Accompaniment services are also offered to victims who are obtaining protection from abuse orders.

Riley notified Jewel Campbell, the organization’s president, that the grant had been approved. Grant funding is made available to the state through the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the award.
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
