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Riley Awards Grant to Help Victims of Domestic 

Violence in Marshall County
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $51,778 grant to help the Marshall County Coalition Against Domestic Violence continue helping domestic violence victims in Marshall County.
The coalition, located in Albertville, develops safe shelter for victims of domestic violence and their children in order to help them survive and recover from the ordeal.
“Safety and shelter are necessities for victims of domestic violence,” said Riley. “I commend the coalition for their dedication to providing safe shelter for battered women and their children.”
The funding will help the coalition continue a countywide program to assist domestic violence victims. The program includes legal assistance, counseling, case management, emergency shelter and crisis intervention.
The coalition also provides ongoing domestic violence training with the cooperation of the Department of Human Resources, local hospitals, the court referral office and warrant clerks. The coalition is also a member agency of the Alabama Coalition Against Domestic Violence.

Riley notified Charles Whisenant, chairman of the board of directors, that the grant had been approved. Local funds of $12,945 will supplement the award.
Funding for the grant was made available to the state through the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the award.
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
