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Riley Awards $179,883 for Traffic Safety in Greater Birmingham
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded two grants totaling $179,883 for programs to keep motorists safe in Jefferson and six surrounding counties.
The Greater Birmingham Highway Safety Office, located at Jefferson State Community College, will use the grants to coordinate traffic safety projects throughout the year. Counties served by the safety office include Bibb, Blount, Chilton, Jefferson, Shelby, St. Clair and Walker.
