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Riley Grant to Help Child Abuse Victims in Cherokee County
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $49,134 grant to help victims of child abuse in Cherokee County receive needed assistance and care.
The Children’s Advocacy Center of Cherokee County will use the grant to continue offering assistance, including counseling and court advocacy, to children and family members not involved in the abuse. The organization also conducts investigative interviews in a child-friendly environment to help with prosecution of abusers.
The center works closely with other agencies, including the state Department of Human Resources and law enforcement agencies, so victims do not have to recount the events of the abuse multiple times. Instead, victims are able tell their stories once in a comforting, home-like atmosphere.

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grants which Riley awarded with funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice. Matching funds of $12,283 will supplement the grant.

Riley notified Peggy Casey, president of the center’s board of directors, that the grant had been approved.
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
